ARRIVAL/CHECK-IN

Upon arrival, please check in with Hope Bak and inform her and the Camp Ranger of any changes in group size.  Check-in time is between 4:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. on Friday and 8:00 to 9:00 a.m. on Saturday.  Check-out time is by 2:00 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday.  The camp ranger will assign specific troop check out time during check-in. 

TENTS

Girls must have their luggage/sleeping bag well marked with full name and unit they will be using (i.e. Explorer, Ranger).  Luggage and sleeping bags should be waterproof or wrapped in sturdy plastic and well tied.  You will be expected to arrive at camp Friday afternoon between 4:00 and 7:00pm, the earlier the better.  Girls should place their gear in the area designated for their unit.  Your girls must wait in the parking lot and may not go to the unit unless accompanied by a leader.  When all your girls have arrived, tell the Camp Ranger you are ready, and he will arrange for your luggage and food to be trucked to your unit.  Make sure your girls help the Ranger load the truck.  He will tell them what to do.

THIS SERVICE WILL BE AVAILABLE ONLY UNTIL 7:00PM ON FRIDAYS, SATURDAYS UNTIL 5:00PM ONLY.

LATE ARRIVALS WILL CARRY (NEVER DRIVE!!!) THEIR OWN GEAR TO THE UNIT.

If the leader is present, ask parent drivers to drop girls off and then leave immediately to avoid congestion in the parking lot.

Please notify the Camp Ranger and Hope Bak if your arrival or departure time will be different from the time indicated on your “Community/Troop Camping Reservation Form.”

Please bring your 2 copies Emergency Phone Chain paperwork with you.

Please make sure your parents know the leader’s name, the troop number, and cabin/tent unit assignment.

 Help the girls understand that Rock Hill belongs to them, they help to support the camp by selling cookies and they are there to enjoy it and all its natural beauty.

GENERAL RULES

Remember that we are tightly packed in to the units and cabins.  Sharing and nicely working out differences is going to be extremely important.  Please set a great example for our girls.  Troops should talk before Community Camping to eliminate duplicate troop gear within the units.

VEHICLES

· All vehicles must park in designated parking areas only. Troops using the cabins may park on the shoulder of the circle in front of the cabins during the nights but must be moved out Saturday during the day unless otherwise directed by the Ranger.  Troops using tent sites park in the upper lot.  Cars are not permitted on the gravel roads at any time. These roads are for emergency and maintenance vehicles only.  Do not block any camp road or park or drive on the grass.

HEALTH AND SAFETY/EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

· Know camp procedures for accidents, fire or other emergencies. Bring your Outdoor Training Manual and council emergency contact card. Review fire drill procedures with the girls.  A fire drill should be held soon after arrival, preferably before dark.   Know the location of, and how to use, the fire extinguishers. Be sure to have a first aid kit at all times.  Refer to the “Emergency Procedures” section of your outdoor training resource. 

· Report all accidents to Hope Bak, Margie Hammond, or AnnMarie Verrino.  Report accidents to council on Monday.  If anyone in your troop is leaving camp unexpectedly, let an emergency coordinator know (Hope, AnnMarie, Margie or person at your unit marked by asterisk).

FIRST AID

· Troop/groups must provide at least one adult currently certified in First Aid and Community CPR (or equivalent certification).

· Troops/groups are responsible for providing first aid, a first aid kit, emergency care, and emergency transportation for all participants.  Communities/troops/groups must have at least one vehicle on site designated for emergency transportation.  

· Communities/troops/groups are responsible for maintaining health information on all participants including names, addresses, and telephone numbers, emergency contact names and telephone numbers, a listing of persons with known allergies or health conditions that could require treatment, restrictions or accommodations for any participant while at camp, and, for minors without parents on site, a signed permission to seek emergency treatment (or signed religious waiver, if applicable).

SMOKING

· Smoking is prohibited in all buildings and along trails and walkways.  Smoking is permitted only in designated outdoor fire circles and NEVER in the presence of girls.  Smokers must provide their own containers for disposal of cigarettes and matches; matches and cigarette butts must not be thrown on the ground or in the fire circles.  ABSOLUTELY NO SMOKING IN TENTS.  Communities/troops/groups that do not follow these procedures may not be allowed to use camp again.  Please use caution with all smoking materials.  Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson reserves the right to prohibit all smoking on the property during periods of drought or for other safety reasons.  

ALCOHOL/ DRUGS

· The possession, use or consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs is prohibited.  Firearms, weapons of any kind, power tools, gasoline or other flammable liquids, explosives or poisonous substances is not permitted.
PETS

· Pets are not permitted on the camp property at any time.

SUPERVISION AND BEHAVIOR

Any inappropriate behavior at Rock Hill Camp must be reported immediately to the Camp Ranger or Hope Bak as your Community Camping On-Site Manager.  If necessary, an “Accident/Incident Report” must be filed with the council within 48 hours. 

· Adults who are 18 years of age or older supervise children.  

· Children are to be adequately supervised at all times.  

· Children should be in sight or hearing of adults.  They should not be permitted to walk around camp or to the bathrooms unsupervised.  

· Girls may never go to the waterfront unless an adult is present.
· Adults must be at least two years older than the participants whom they supervise.

· Children must be supervised according to the ratios set forth in Safety-Wise.

· Quiet time in camp is 10:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m.  Please plan your evening program accordingly.

· NO SIBLINGS AT ALL IN CAMP.
 No men overnight.
FIRES /COOKING/HOUSEKEEPING

· Always follow Girl Scout safety procedures concerning fires.  Never leave a fire unsupervised and always put it out properly.

· Use only established fireplaces in unit kitchen shelters and fire circles for cooking.

Cabin Fireplaces:
· Read the posted fire procedures.  Do not use wax or liquid fire starters.  DO NOT USE WATER for cleaning or putting out the fire.

· Each cabin should have a supply of wood.

· Cooking is NOT permitted in the fireplace (this includes s’mores).

· Clean the fireplace when you arrive.  Place ashes in the ash bucket.   Leave ashes in the fireplace when you leave.

Outdoor Fire Circles (Overnight Outdoor Training required): 

· The use of liquid fire starters is not permitted.  
· Gather fallen wood for outdoor fire circles.  Partially burned wood is reusable; do not leave it in the buckets.  Return cooled pieces to the fire circle. Please replace any dried tinder or kindling that was in your unit when you arrived.

Good Housekeeping procedures:

· Cabins are equipped with basic cooking supplies, but you must bring your own consumable products – dish detergent, paper towels, trash bags, etc.
· All Cabins can and will be used by the entire community during the day on Saturday.  Please make sure all troop gear is stowed in sleeping areas and main room is clear for use.
· Flatten cans to save room in garbage can.  Place cans, glass, and plastic in recycling containers.

· Use trash bags in all trash cans.

· Pour cooking grease and left over food into a garbage can

· Always secure garbage cans for the night with the lid on securely and a rock on top to discourage the skunks and raccoons.  For that same reason, do not leave food exposed anywhere.  NO FOOD IN THE TENTS – EVER!

· Do not throw foreign articles into the latrines or down the toilets (i.e. bottles, cans, garbage, paper towels, or sanitary products).

TENTS/EQUIPMENT

· Adults should not sleep in tents with girls.

· One latrine is to be designated for male use only and so marked.

· The right to privacy of each person present is to be respected.

· Proper care and respect should be given to the tents.  ANYONE DAMAGING TENTS WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT COSTS.  Sides and flaps should be rolled inward and tied evenly with a bow, never with a knot.  No articles should be hung on the tent ties or ropes.  It is advisable to bring a clothesline for a wash line.

· Radios and other electronic equipment should not be brought to camp.

· Chewing gum is not allowed in camp

· Bug repellant is fine – but NOT SPRAY.  Spray damages the tents.

· You must bring all your own camp equipment.  The camp will provide: fire buckets, brooms, one rake, one shovel, scrub brush, bucket and broom for latrine and bathroom cleaning.  

SWIMMING/BOATING

· Swimming - Troops may not go swimming even if the swimming docks are in place.  Brewster GS have not secured Council permission or notified the Camp Ranger.  
CHECK OUT PROCEDURES

· The Camp Ranger will check you out at the time you request.  Please realize that flexibility may be necessary should your time conflict with other troops in camp.  All girls and leaders must wait in their assigned units until checked out by Hope Bak and the Camp Ranger.  Your unit must be left thoroughly clean - as good or better than you found it. The following will be inspected:

· Latrines/Bathrooms:  All seats scrubbed with disinfectant.  You must bring Lysol or toilet cleaner.  Let the toilets air dry.  Scrub sinks and counters.  Sweep floors thoroughly.  Girls are not to wash the latrine/bathroom floors.  Please – no water on the floors.

· Kitchen: Thoroughly clean.  Scrub the sinks, wipe off the tables, sweep the floors.

· Tents: Sweep the floors and make sure tent flaps are tied down with half bows.  Pick up all trash around and under tents.

· Camp Equipment: Leave neat, clean and together in the kitchen shelter.  Brooms are stored heads up.

· Tables: Cabins: Tables should be taken down, chairs stacked.  Tent units: benches should be placed upside down on top of tables.

· Unit Area: Make sure the fire circle is completely cleaned, and that all trash and papers are picked up.

· Garbage: Cabins: Trash must be taken to the dumpster in the parking lot.  Tent units: Separate and bag recyclable and general garbage, then place at side of the road.  Ranger will remove to the dumpster.

· Roads: The road from your unit to the next one leading to the parking lot is your responsibility.  All papers should be picked up and deposited in the parking lot garbage can on the way out.

· Luggage: Luggage will be picked up by the truck at the time specified and will be placed in the parking lot, separated by unit.
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Mahopac: Rock Hill Camp,  300 Wixon Pond Road, Mahopac, NY 10541
From Taconic Parkway north or south, take Rt.6 exit (from north go left, from south, go right onto Rt. 6). Go east on Rt. 6 to light at Croton Falls Road (firehouse on right, synagogue on left). Turn left onto Croton Falls Road. Go two blocks to East Lake Blvd. Turn right onto E. Lake Blvd. Go 1 mile until you see a “Y” in the road. Bear left at the “Y”. This is Wixon Pond Road. Take Wixon Pond approximately 1 mile until you see the camp on the right 

From Saw Mill River Parkway or Route 684: Take Saw Mill River Parkway north to Route 684, exit 8 -- Croton Falls/Hardscrabble Road, turn left at end of exit ramp, go over 684 on overpass. Follow straight into Croton Falls past white church on left. Just after church, make left turn. (See big green Lake Mahopac sign). Go over small bridge, 4-way intersection, straight through light onto Croton Falls Road. Go 5 miles to intersection of Route 6. (On left will be Mahopac Firehouse). Cross Rt. 6; go two blocks to East Lake Blvd.  (Follow directions above).

OR, take Route 684 south to exit 8 -- Croton Falls/Hardscrabble Road, after exit you’re facing a T-intersection, turn left onto Hardscrabble Road, follow straight into Croton Falls past white church on left. (Proceed as above.)
